Our weekend at St Clement’'s
experience Irish-Australian history in a unique setting. Galong
was settled in the late 1820s as the home of transported Irish
convict Edward *‘ Ned’ Ryan. \
'beyond the limits of location'. As his extensive pastoral holdings
grew through determination and hard work so did his prosperity
and generosity to his family, friends, neighbours and the church.

Upon the death of the last remaining family member, his niece
Anastasia Barry Ryan in 1914, Galong passed into the care of the
Redemptorist Order and a seminary and school were built around
the Ryan homestead. The monastery is now a popular retreat
centre.

The monastery is set in 800 acres of rolling rural landscape with
extensive garden and walks. The Lourdes Grotto and a labyrinth
modelled on the eleven circuit design of Chartres Cathedral in
France are of special interest. A short walk from the monastery is
‘God’ s Acre’, Gal ong cemeter
some of the earliest pioneers of the area are buried, including the
Ryans and their extended family members.
